If you have a ruling you cannot reconcile, play a provisional. Staff will discuss after round. 

OB's

Golf Greens - All golf greens are OB for all competitors. The primary cut (actual putting green)

is the OB line. The fringe is not OB. Play next shot from spot where disc crossed OB line with

1 stroke penalty. Do not throw from green. Please repair any divots made by discs.

Bunkers - All players will throw next shot from bunkers if they land in one. Players using 

White and Orange tees will play bunkers as a Hazard (play where it lies, 1 stroke penalty).

Red tees will play where it lies with no penalty. Surrounded by sand is considered in the Hazard.

Property lines ðWhite stakes and white flags mark the OB line. Exit private property as quickly as 
possible .

Water - Because water is in play on nearly every hole and each shoreline is different, each

hole will have specific markings, or lack thereof. If the shoreline is clean, surrounded by  

by water will be the line. If the shoreline is lined with sawgrass or other bushes, a line of 

flags will mark the OB. This is because the gators are big here and we want to keep player 

safety at the top of our list. Bushes provide cover for gators, so refer to your info sheet on

holes where bushes are present and plan your shot beforehand, accordingly. Please refer

to your info sheet as a group before teeing on each hole, to maximize player knowledge and 

improve your scores! On holes where bushes are present, your shot may be dry but still OB.

Please understand, this is a safety concern and not meant to make the game more difficult

for the player. 



Cart Paths - Certain cart paths and beyond will be OB for White Tees ONLY. Refer to your 

info sheet.

All OB details will be finalized on Wednesday Feb 12. Info sheets will be available on Thurs

Feb 13, online via Facebook, the tournament website, the tournament app, and the 

course pro shop in hardcopy form. 

As with any caddy book or info sheet, mistakes or typos are possible. In the event of any

confusion; PDGA rules, basic sportsmanship, and common sense will provide clarity for a 

final ruling. Again, our intent is to get things right, not to cause the player any unfair or 

unnecessary grief.

Gators are present everywhere on the course. Our last event here saw play interrupted by 

a rather large (12 ft) gator on Hole 18 green. Player safety is our number 1 concern. DO NOT

APPROACH OR TEASE GATORS. If your disc lands uncomfortably close to one, LEAVE IT. Play 

your next shot from a comfortable distance, with no penalty. Odds are the gator will leave 

the spot and your disc will be easy to get later. If attempting to retrieve a disc from water or 

waters edge, exercise EXTREME CAUTION. Pay attention to the water and look for anything 

that might be a gator before reaching in. 

Gator caution is obviously a concern, but it is not like there is a gator every 10 ft. They tend

to stay near the waters edge. Keep your eyes open for them, be mindful of them, and things

should be fine. Ball golfers play here every day and the gators know to steer clear. 

If one chases you, zig zag as fast as you can back to your cart and haul ass!!

Please refrain from gator selfies as well!!
